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Rap. 25 years of rhymes talks about the story of
this kind of music in Spain since its beginnings,
during the eighties, until know. But this book
is not only a compilation of information, dates
and quotes, because two of the main characters
are the ones that discover here for us an alive
and authentic portrait of this phenomenon. El
Chojin and Francisco Reyes are part of one of
the most influential cultural manifestations for
the youngsters nowadays.
